10) How did the feudal states of medieval Europe slowly evolve into absolute monarchies?  Discuss/trace this evolution of feudal states into monarchies by 1750 CE.

11) Analyze and discuss the significance of the differences between absolutism and constitutionalism.

12) In what ways did the Scientific Revolution and the Enlightenment challenge the intellectual and political status quo in early modern Europe?

13) Explain how the nobles, clergy, and monarchs struggled for supremacy during this period of transformation.
14) Compare the roles women played in peasant and ruling-class households.
